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(2) Alerted. South then tried to explain what the bid showed,
but he was told that nobody, least of all North, wanted
him to.

At the end of the auction, Silverstone asked what the various
bids meant. Schapiro said, "He's forgotten the system”,
whereupon Tarlo said, "He's forgotten the system". At least
both North and South seemed in agreement about one aspect of
the auction.

Meanwhile, Irving Rose and Rob Sheehan were picking up the best
bid hand prize with this seguence:
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
