Bernard Teltscher is Fresident of the LMBA and the major spansor of the Lederer.
He came to the UK in 1538, and gained degrees from University College, Londan
and Tririty College. Cambridge, where hs was instrumental in restarting the
Cambridge Bridge Club after the war. He hecame ks President and played
victoriously in the first post-war QOxford match. After university he entered the family
wine-imperting busmess. Bernard has played bridge for seventy-six years and has
wan almest ail English compatitions, with the notable exception of the Gold Cup.
great supporter of bridge in Brilain, Telscher is also the spansor of the newly-
established Seniors’ Camrose — and this year, with the next three players, won the
second-ever staging of this event.

Fellow octogenarian Teny Priday is cne of the most llustrious of Eritish bridge
players. He was educated al Winchester and reached the rank af major in the army
before ioining the family wood-imparing business. He has won numercus National
gvents, including no fewer than seven Gold Cups. He plaved in his firsl Camrose In
1956 and represented Britain almost continously fram 1980 to 1386, winning Gold
gt the Eurgpean Championships in 1964 and Bronze in the Betmuda Bowl in 1952,
He came out of retirement to play with Mick Sandgvist for England in the 2001
Camrose. Tony is a8 Vice-President of the EBU and for 36 years was the bridge
correspondent of the Sundsy Telegraph.

Wictor Silverstone is a six-times Lederer winner. He has reprasented Great Britain
in two Eurapean champiznships. has won three Gold Cups and played for Scatland
in ovar two dozen Camrose maltches. Victar has won the English Senior knock-out
trophy for the last four years. Despite afl this ke lists his greates! achisvemen! gs
getting 7&.5% at the Acal, playing wilh his wife.

Chris Dixon has played for Greal Eritain {winning a Silver medal in the 1971 Euro-
pean Championships) and has been non-playing caplain of many English teams.
He ha= won the Gold Cup three times and the Lederer twica. Until recently he
ewned a computer software company; for twelve years prior to thal he owned and
fan the Acol Bridge Ciub. Chriz and Victor played for the England Senicrs in
Eurppean Championships in Pau, France in 2008, and at the Warld Mind Sports
Ciympiad in Beiing lasl month.

Glenn Grothaim was winner of the 2007 Bermuds Bowl and has been a regular
member of the Nerwegian team since 1887, In 1880 he wan a geold medal with the
MNorwegizn team at tha European Junior Teams in Tel Awiv. In 1933 he again won
the bronze medal for Nonway in the Euiopean Teams Championship in Menton,
France, In 1997, Norway again won the Eurcpean bronze medal. The same team
earned the European silver medal in the Tenerife in 2001, ending behind Raly, and
later lost the Bermuda Bowl final in Paris to the Uniled States.
