By Public transport: The centre is about 15 
minutes walk from Clapham Junction Station – 
overground trains only. It is also accessible by bus:  
routes 170, 44, 295 and C3 all go along York Road 
and stop very near by; and bus routes 49, 319, 344 
and 345 go along Falcon Road, stopping near the 
end of Ingrave Street, a short walk away. 

By Car:  There is parking at the centre for about 40 
cars and on-street parking in the nearby streets is 
free. Note that there is no vehicular access to the 
centre from York Road, only from Lavender Road to 
the south-east of the centre, which is best reached 
via Ingrave Street. 

Please allow lots of time to reach the venue by 
any method, because of traffic & road/rail works, 
always bad in central London at weekends.
